 Art smock - something to protect clothing 
such as an apron or an old business shirt 

 Water pot – e.g. plastic yoghurt tub/jar 
which can get dirty 

 Old plastic plate/lid for mixing paints 
which can get dirty 

 A3 paper pad with thick paper 
 – at least 200gsm 

 Grey lead pencil pack (HB, 2B, 4B, 6B, 2H) 
 Eraser 
 Pencil Sharpener 
 Black fine liner (thin) 
 Black sharpie/marker pen (thick) 

 

 Set of colouring pencils  
(no need for fancy) 

 Set of colouring pens/textas

 Paintbrushes – 1 x small, 1 x medium, 1 x 
large.
